Assessment of your non-Danish
qualifications

An assessment by the Danish Agency for Higher Educa-
tion is a brief statement saying what your foreign quali-
fication corresponds to in Denmark: Which educational
level and, if possible, which field of education.

The assessment may be of help if you want to...

How to get an assessment

1. You prepare your application:
< Fillin the application form at
ufm.dk/recognition/form
< Enclose diploma/certificate (normally copies) and
other documentation. Please see the application
form for details about the documentation require-
ments.

2. Yousend the application form and
documentation to the Agency.
You can also hand in your application at our
reception.

3. The Agency examines the documentation.
We confirm receipt of your application and let you
know if any further documentation is needed.

4. The Agency makes an assessment
of your qualification.
This normally takes no more than two months from
the time you send in the application and the required
documentation.

5. Youreceive an assessment letter.
If you want career or educational guidance, please
take the assessment with you to the nearest job cen-
tre or student guidance centre (Studievalg).

Some jobs require authorisation

If your profession is subject to regulation in Denmark,
you should not ask for an assessment, but instead you
should apply to the competent authority for authorisa-
tion. For example, this is the case for doctors, nurses,
physiotherapists and Folkeskole and upper secondary
teachers.

Are you covered by EU rules?

< Areyoua citizen of an EU country, Norway, Iceland,
Liechtenstein or Switzerland?

< Areyou established in one of the above-mentioned
countries and fully qualified to practise the same pro-
fession there as the one you wish to practise in
Denmark?

If the answer to both questions is “yes”, you are covered

by EU rules for recognition of professional qualifications.

This gives you certain rights, e.g.:

< You are normally entitled to receive a decision within
three months.

< Ifyouwant to provide services in Denmark on a
temporary and occasional basis, there is a quicker
procedure where, in most professions, you need only
submit a declaration to the competent authority:.

Admission to a study programme

In order to be eligible for entry to Danish higher educa-
tion you must have achieved a certain level of qualifica-
tion. Please check our website to see which exams have
been assessed as fulfilling the general entry require-
ments for undergraduate study:
ufm.dk/recognition/entry

The individual educational institution decides whether
you meet the specific requirements for admission to a
particular study programme, e.g. with regard to the level
of subjects passed and grade point average.

You are therefore advised to contact a student advisor at
the educational institution to enquire about the suitabil-
ity of your qualification.

Credit transfer

If you wish to claim credit for your previous study
abroad, please contact a student advisor at your Danish
educational institution. The educational institution de-
cides whether you are entitled to credit transfer.

If you disagree with the institution’s decision on credit
transfer, you may file a complaint with the Qualifications
Board: ufm.dk/recognition/appeals
